MINUTES:  BOARD OF EDUCATION– April 11, 2005
The meeting of the Board of Education was called to order by Board President, Kathleen Halstead, with the following members present: Barbara Shull, Francine Wunderlich, Susan Jaquish (late), Roxanne Landis, William Miller, Terry Osborne, and Dan Berguson.

Also present were Messrs: Kalata, Rakoski, Lindner, David, Barton, Mrs. Miller, Mrs. Sargent, Mrs. Drabick, and interested teachers and citizens.
The Minutes of the meetings held on March 14, 2005 were read by the Board. On motion of Mrs. Wunderlich and second of Mr. Berguson the Board voted 7 to 0 to approve the minutes as presented. 

The Financial Summary was presented and showed a balance in the General Fund Checking Account of $4,528.71, $1,741,889.67 in the Cash Management Account, and $1,881,860.50 in PLGIT.  The report also included statements regarding the Student Activity Funds, Student Athletic Funds, Capital Reserve Funds, Bank Notes, and Swaption Proceeds.  On motion of Ms. Shull and second of Mr. Miller

the Board voted 8 to 0 to approve the Financial Summary as presented.  (EXHIBIT)

The Board studied the Bill List for the General Fund.  On motion of Mrs. Landis and second of Mrs. Wunderlich the Board voted 8 to 0 to approve paid bills in the amount of $1,249,144.67 and bills to be paid in the amount of $84,775.64.  (EXHIBIT)
Mr. Rakoski presented the food service report for the month of February reflecting operational gains of $3,083.52 and $742.96 in the breakfast and lunch programs respectively.  On motion of Mr. Berguson and second of Ms. Shull the Board voted 8 to 0 to approve the Food Service Report as presented. (EXHIBIT)
On motion of Mr. Landis and second of Mrs. Wunderlich the Board voted 8 to 0 to accept the retirement of Mary Ellen Hoar,  teacher at W.L. Miller Elementary School, at the end of the 2004-05 school year.
On motion of Mr. Miller and second of Mr. Osborne the Board voted 8 to 0 to approve the Facility Use Permits as presented.  (EXHIBIT)
On motion of Mr. Osborne and second of Mr. Miller the Board voted 8 to 0 to approve Field Trip and Conference Requests as presented.  (EXHIBIT)

Mr. Kalata reported for the Administration and informed the Board that the district will sponsor an Act 72 informational meeting on May 2 at 7:30 P.M. in the library of the North Penn Jr. Sr. High School.   The meeting will be open to the public. 
Mary Jack, student representative, presented a report on student government activities throughout the district. 
Nick Lalic, Sullivan Township, voiced his opinion in favor of Act 72 and commented on the District’s method of compensating tax collection.

Wendy Albor, school bus contractor, thanked the Board for the purchase of school bus radios.

George Kump, Sullivan Township, commented on the considered armory purchase and pupil transportation contracts.

Suzanne Case, Richmond Township, commented on the policy of soliciting students to the National Honor Society.

Julie Besancey, Mansfield, asked if Mrs. Halstead would withdraw from the election.  Mrs. Halstead responded that no decision on a move from the district has been made.
