MINUTES:  BOARD OF EDUCATION– March 14, 2005
The meeting of the Board of Education was called to order by Board President, Kathleen Halstead, with the following members present: Barbara Shull, Francine Wunderlich, Susan Jaquish, Roxanne Landis, William Miller, Terry Osborne, and Dan Berguson.

The Minutes of the meetings held on February 14, 2005 were read by the Board. On motion of Mr. Osborne and second of Mr. Berguson the Board voted 8 to 0 to approve the minutes as presented. 

The Financial Summary was presented and showed a balance in the General Fund Checking Account of $29.97, $2,415,373.35 in the Cash Management Account, and $1,298,461.56 in PLGIT.  The report also included statements regarding the Student Activity Funds, Student Athletic Funds, Capital Reserve Funds, Bank Notes, and Swaption Proceeds. Mr. Rakoski presented the food service report for the month of January reflecting operational gains of $2,294.26 and $3,394.93 in the breakfast and lunch programs respectively.
