MINUTES:  BOARD OF EDUCATION– November 8, 2004
The meeting of the Board of Education was called to order by President Jeffrey Rush, with the following members present: Kathleen Halstead, Barbara Shull, Francine Wunderlich, William Miller, Susan Jaquish Terry Osborne, Dan Berguson and Roxanne Landis.

Also present were Messrs: Kalata, Rakoski, Sikorski, Lindner, Barton, David, Mrs. Crowell, Mrs. Miller, Mrs. Sargent, Mrs. Drabick, Mrs. Sick, and interested teachers and citizens.

The Minutes of the meeting held on October 18, 2004 were read by the Board. On motion of Mrs. Landis and second of Mrs. Halstead the Board voted 9 to 0 to approve the minutes as presented. 

The Financial Summary was presented and showed a balance in the General Fund Checking Account of $5.26, $2,599,454.48 in the Cash Management Account, and $1,375,688.39 in PLGIT.  The report also included statements regarding the Student Activity Funds, Student Athletic Funds, Capital Reserve Funds, and Bank Notes.  On motion of Mr. Miller and second of Mr. Berguson the Board voted 9 to 0 to approve the Financial Summary as presented.  (EXHIBIT)

The Board studied the Bill List for the General Fund.  On motion of Ms. Shull and second of Mrs. Landis the Board voted 9 to 0 to approve paid bills in the amount of $1,241,103.10 and bills to be paid in the amount of $167,580.71.  (EXHIBIT)
Mr. Rakoski presented the food service report for the month of September reflecting operational losses of $1,106.92 and $163.46 in the breakfast and lunch programs respectively.  On motion of Mrs. Wunderlich and second of Mrs. Halstead the Board voted 9 to 0 to approve the Food Service Report as presented. (EXHIBIT)
On motion of Mrs. Jaquish and second of Mr. Osborne the Board voted 9 to 0 to approve the Facility Use Permits as presented.  (EXHIBIT)
On motion of Mrs. Halstead and second of Mr. Miller the Board voted 9 to 0 to approve Field Trip and Conference Requests as presented.  (EXHIBIT)

Mary Jack, student representative, reported on various student activities conducted at district schools.

Michelle Kriner, Covington, questioned the process for selecting educational resources used in the classroom.  Mr. Kalata described the process and advised of Board policy.  A meeting of the Long Range Planning Committee will be held to address specific questions and review the policy.

James Kreger, Liberty, questioned the amount of homework assigned under the modified block.  Mr. Kalata stated that the question would be addressed during an assessment of the block schedule.
