The meeting of the Board of Education of the Southern Tioga School District was called to order by Board President Barbara Shull with the following members also present: Ivan Erway, Dan Berguson, Frank Kollar, Stephen Hall, Susan Jaquish and Roxanne Landis.
Also present were Mr. Kalata, Mrs. Crowell, Mrs. Perry, Mr. Rotella, Mr. Jaquish, Mr. David, Mrs. Sick,
Dr. Lindner, Mr. Yarger and interested citizens.
The Minutes of the regular Board meeting held on January 10, 2011, were read by the Board.  On motion of Mr. Kollar and second of Mrs. Landis the Board voted 7 to 0 to approve the minutes as presented.

The Minutes of the special Board meeting held on January 19, 2011, were read by the Board.  On motion of Mr. Kollar and second of Mr. Erway the Board voted 7 to 0 to approve the minutes as presented.

Mrs. Perry reviewed the Treasurer’s Report. On motion of Mrs. Jaquish and second of 
Mr. Berguson the Board voted 7 to 0 to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented. (EXHIBIT)
The Board studied the Bill List for the General Fund.  On motion of Mr. Berguson and second of 
Mr. Hall the Board voted 7 to 0 to approve the bill list as presented.

Memorandum of Understanding

The Administration recommended approval of a Memorandum of Understanding with the Southern Tioga Educational Support Personnel Association (STESPA) providing a 2.75% increase in wages for the time period July, 2010, through June 30, 2011, for STESPA members employed under the conditions of Employment Classified Employees Plan.  On motion of Mr. Berguson and second of Mr. Hall the Board voted 7 to 0 to approve the recommendation. (EXHIBIT)
The Administration made the following Student Activities recommendations:
· Entering into a three year agreement with Susquehanna Health System for athletic training services to all district schools beginning August, 2011, through June, 2014. (EXHIBIT)
· Entering into a supplemental contract with Richard Cole as Junior High Assistant Boys Basketball Coach, Mansfield High School, in the amount of $1,231 for the 2010/2011 school year.

On motion of Mr. Kollar and second of Mrs. Landis the Board voted 7 to 0 to approve the Student Activities recommendations.

The Administration made the following Long Range Planning recommendations:
· A homebound instruction request for a Warren L. Miller Elementary School student starting January 20, 2011, for up to six weeks.

· A homebound instruction request for a North Penn High School student starting January 31, 2011, for up to 3 months.
· A homebound instruction request for a North Penn High School student starting February 3, 2011, for 16 – 20 weeks.
· A homebound instruction request for a Liberty High School student starting February 1, 2011, for
4-8 weeks.

· Entering into an agreement with Corning Community College to provide instructional services for the college’s ACE Program. (EXHIBIT)
· Changing the 2010/2011 Kindergarten registration dates from March 23, 24, and 25, 2011 to April 13, 14, and 15, 2011.

· Piloting a Drop-out Prevention Program at North Penn High School for the remainder of the 2010/2011 school year. (EXHIBIT)
On motion of Mr. Berguson and second of Mr. Erway the Board voted 7 to 0 to approve the Long Range Planning recommendations.

The Administration made the following Budget recommendations:
· Entering into a five year Service Agreement with the PA Regional Wide Area Network E-Rate Consortium and BLaST I.U. 17 RWAN E-Rate Consortium beginning July 1, 2011, through June 30, 2016 for RWAN services. 
· 2011/2012 Preliminary Budget and authorization to submit the preliminary budget, along with requests for appropriate referendum exceptions, to the PA Department of Education.  (EXHIBIT)
Mrs. Perry reported that this is the same budget presented at the January Board meeting.  It is very preliminary as the Governor will release his budget on March 8, 2011.  On motion of Mrs. Jaquish and second of Mr. Berguson the Board voted 7 to 0 to approve the Budget recommendations.

The Administration made the following Student and Community Services recommendations:
· Winter game attendants for Liberty High School in the amount of $1,720.
· Additions to the 2010/2011 Approved Bus Driver List:  Scott E. Faust (CDL) – Wilson Transport Inc., David L. Kriner (CDL) – Wilson Transport Inc., Brian J. Tyson (CDL) – Hilfiger Transportation.
On motion of Mr. Kollar and second of Mrs. Landis the Board voted 7 to 0 to approve the recommendation.
Ms. Shull requested that the Board entertain a motion to affix a time at which this meeting will reconvene directly following the Act 34 Hearing.  On motion of Mr. Kollar and second of Mrs. Jaquish the Board approved the motion.  On first motion of Mr. Hall and second of Mr. Erway the Board adjourned the meeting.

---The Act 34 Hearing was held as scheduled at 7:00 PM.---
Ms. Shull called the meeting back to order.  Board member Gloria Schwab joined the meeting at this time.  Eight members were stated in attendance by the Board Secretary:  Barbara Shull, Ivan Erway, Dan Berguson, Frank Kollar, Stephen Hall, Susan Jaquish, Roxanne Landis and Gloria Schwab.
The Administration made the following Buildings and Grounds recommendation:

Accepting the Survey Support Services proposal from Quad 3 dated December 6, 2010, for the building renovations and reconstruction in relationship to the North Penn building project.  Mr. Kollar made a motion to approve the item and Mr. Berguson seconded the motion.  Mrs. Perry clarified that the recommendation is to include proposals #1 and #2.  Mr. Kollar and Mr. Berguson accepted this change to the motion.  The Board voted 8 to 0 to approve the recommendation.

Construction Management Consulting Services

A motion was presented to hire Reynolds Construction Management for construction management consulting services related to the Southern Tioga School District North Penn Jr./Sr. High School and Blossburg Elementary School Project and approving the Administration to enter into negotiations, including legal review, with Reynolds Construction Management to finalize the AIA Agreement and Responsibility Matrix.
Mr. Berguson reported on the Buildings and Grounds Committee Meeting at which a Clerk of the Works option was discussed.  Based on the project size and scope, it was decided that a project management company would best meet the needs of the project.
On motion of Mrs. Landis and second of Mr. Hall the Board voted to approve the motion 8 to 0.
