MINUTES:  July 11, 2011
The meeting of the Board of Education of the Southern Tioga School District was called to order by Board President Barbara Shull with the following members also present:  Dan Berguson, Frank Kollar, Ivan Erway, Stephen Hall, Gloria Schwab, Kyle Lefelhoc, and Roxanne Landis, and Susan Jaquish.
Also present were Mr. Yarger, Ms. Crowell, Ms. Perry, other Administrators and interested staff and citizens.
The Minutes of the regular Board meeting held on June 27, 2011, were read by the Board.  On motion of Ms. Landis and second of Ms. Schwab the Board voted 9 to 0 to approve the minutes.

The General Fund Bill List was reviewed by the Board.  On motion of Ms. Schwab and second of
Mr. Berguson the Board voted 9 to 0 to approve the bill list.

The Capital Fund Bill List was reviewed by the Board.  On motion of Mr. Erway and second of

Ms. Landis the Board voted 9 to 0 to approve the bill list.  Mr. Berguson recommended administrative review of the legally required advertising costs such as those on this bill list and seeking less costly alternatives.

· A letter from William Rausher, Custodian at Liberty Elementary School, informing the Board of his resignation effective July 8, 2011.
· A letter from Adam Funck, District Technology Technician, informing the Board of his resignation effective July 22, 2011.
· A letter from Rebecca Colton, Elementary Teacher at W. L. Miller Elementary School, resigning her position effective August 12, 2011.
On motion of Mr. Hall and second of Ms. Schwab the Board voted 9 to 0 to approve the correspondence as presented.

Administrative Report – Mr. Yarger reported as follows:
· The US Department of Education has chosen Blossburg Elementary School to conduct a survey in the fall for the National Center for Education Statistics.
· Building Project Update:  The low bid from Atlantic Coast Contracting was confirmed by the architect as a correct bid and will be awarded.  Asbestos abatement preparation was scheduled to begin today.  The construction meeting will be Wednesday.

· Reviewed the District Special Education Report provided to Board members.
Citizen Recognition
Colleen Brenneman, Wellsboro resident and STEA Representative, requested a copy of the special education report and a copy was provided.
Eileen Roupp, Arnot resident, inquired as to any more updates on the sports.  Mr. Yarger replied that there was no additional information at this time.

· Employing Amanda Davis, Special Education Teacher, as Extended School Year teacher for three students requiring autistic and emotional support during the Summer of 2011, at an hourly rate of $37.87.

Ms. Landis made a motion to approve the recommendation.  Ms. Landis rescinded her motion and the Board discussed the substitute custodian recommendations.  On motion of Ms. Landis and second of
Ms. Schwab, the Board voted 5 to 4 to approve the recommendation, with Mr. Berguson, Mr. Kollar,
Ms. Landis and Mr. Erway voting no.

The Administration recommended the following Student Activities item:
· Entering into a supplemental contract with Caitlin Tierney to serve as Freshman Class Advisor, North Penn High School, for the 2011/12 school year in the amount of $1,020.
On motion of Ms. Jaquish and second of Mr. Hall, the Board voted 9 to 0 to approve the recommendation.

The Administration recommended the following Personnel items:

· Transferring Robert Frederick from Head Custodian, Blossburg Schools, to Substitute District Maintenance, beginning July 12, 2011, through August 31, 2011, or until such time the District Maintenance position has been filled and orientation completed.  Mr. Frederick will receive an increase of $3.00/hour while filling this position.

· Adding Larry Chaborek as Custodian to the daily substitute list for the 2011/12 school year.
· Entering into a supplemental contract with Alana Eastman as Blendedschools Cyber Teacher for one English class in the summer of 2011 in the amount of $541.
On motion of Mr. Berguson and second of Mr. Erway, the Board voted 9 to 0 to approve the recommendation.

Mr. Kollar inquired about earmarking any savings from the state budget for fund balance/reserve.
Ms. Perry replied that as per the district auditor, the new GASB requires that such funds may be committed, assigned, or unassigned.  The Administration will bring a recommendation to the Board later this summer after auditor review.
Mr. Kollar inquired about defining a date to begin discussing a PIT vs. an EIT.  Mrs. Perry replied yes, that can be looked at.
