“Portfolio Take Home Day!™ is the phrase that students wait to hear all
year in art class. Besides decorating portfolios and gathering up all of the artwork from
the year, we have another tradition on the last day of art class. Students begin the year by
doing a five minute drawing of a particular subject, and then end the year by doing
another five minute drawing of the same subject. This teaches children how important it
is for an artist to date their work and reflect back on their own changing and growing
thoughts, ideas, and personal style.

In first grade the subject of the five minute drawings are self portraits. Second
grade is animals, third grade is landscapes, fourth grade is imagination/fantasy, fifth
grade is figure drawing, and sixth grade is portraits again. If a student keeps all of their
portfolios, looking back on portraits from 1% to 6® would be a real treat!
