Sharing Golden Lines
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1. Read selection independently.

2. Highlight 3 to 4 phrases (“golden lines”) within the text that really struck you or raised a deeper question.
3. In your group, take turns sharing one of your “golden lines” and share the reason(s) for your selection.
a. Each group member must identify and discuss a different “golden line.” 
b. Wait until the person sharing his/her golden line is finished, and then each other group member may make a brief comment.

4. Continue until each group member has shared his or her “golden line” and reason(s) for selecting it.  If there is still time, a second “golden line” may be shared.
