Minutes

Safety Inspection Report
Joe updated the committee on the building inspections, which began this week at Liberty. Joe and Laura Perry, Business Manager went to Liberty and reviewed LES with John Plank, custodian present and LHS with Fran Jaquish, Principal present. Joe and Laura took the safety checklist and reviewed the buildings, but did not enter the classrooms due to PSSA testing. Some concerns were extension cords, portable heaters, and coffee pots. From their review, it seems the buildings have been well maintained over the years. There is a concern with the stage in Liberty Elementary it might need new wood installed. The fire extinguishers were all in good status. All the concrete needs work. The gym at LHS is starting to show its wear and tear and the folding doors are a concern as well as the bleachers. At Liberty Elementary, there is stuff in the room downstairs and there is concern with this because it is not actually a classroom and should an elevator be installed. Doors need replaced throughout the district. The custodian rooms were checked and the boiler room needs work. Next inspections will be the Mansfield schools and this will be completed sometime next week.
