Course Description: This is a one-semester course focusing on the principles of Physics associated with mechanics, optics, electricity and magnetism.  Topics covered will include but not be limited to: Velocity, Acceleration, Motion in 1 and 2 dimensions, Energy, Momentum, Reflection and Refraction, and Electric Charges, and lab Reports. Grading:  You will earn points based on homework, quizzes, and tests.
