I. Safety Committees in Pennsylvania
Worker’s Compensation Reform Act (Act 44 of 1993) required worker’s compensation insurance companies to provide accident and illness prevention services to their insured.  The PA Department of Labor and Industry regulates this.

Effective December 1, 2010, all school districts are required to have a committee in place. 
· 5% savings
· Need to be in operation for 6 months before applying for certification
· Need certification of committee 30-90 days before insurance policy renewal on 7/1/10
