Five Moods Project 
This project is meant to make you think about music and how it can change or affect your emotions.  Think of five songs that affect your mood in a very distinct way.  Using these songs and any appropriate pictures or videos, you will create a Windows Movie Maker video to go with the songs.  This compilation should show your audience the mood you are intending to explain in a non-verbal way.  
Edit the song so that each song does not go more than 30 seconds, and at the end of each segment, give us a scripted or a vocal explanation of the mood and why you chose the pictures.  This script is to go no more than 30 seconds.  Total project length, no more than 5 minutes.

2.  Edit your audio in Audacity to create smooth transitions between songs, as well as any narrative that you would like to use in your presentation.  You might want to save each song separately so that you have the ability to slide your music around in Windows Movie Maker.
3.  Find pictures or video that will help the music to convey the mood you are trying to accomplish.  You should have at least 6 pictures for each song. This will give you a picture every 5 seconds.  This is the minimum.  If you are doing video, make sure it is interesting and appropriate.

4.  You need to have a written or spoken explanation built into your presentation after each song of why you chose that song, what mood it brings for you, and why that song makes you feel the way it does.  This needs to happen AFTER each song is over.  Please speak or write academically.
5.  At the end of your presentation, you need to have a citation page with links to all of your pictures and video.  You should format it like this:
